CORE SUBJECTS

Maths %’;

This term we are going to
be recapping place value and
the idea that two-digit num-
bers are made ur of tens
and ones. We will begin to
look at the strategies fo
solve simple addition, sub-
traction, multiplication and
division questions and will be
putting these into context
by looking at solving word
problems. We will be count-
ing in sequence and learning
our tfimes tables! If you
want to support your chil-
dren at home, encouraging
them to do lots of counting,
for example in 2s, 5s and
10s would be beneficial. As
well as counting to 100 and
back.

English @

In English our focus will be
writing more detailed sen-
tences with adjectives. We
will initially be looking at
the story 'Whatever Next'
and writing a recount about
the adventures of our own
teddy bears! We will also be
doing some writing linked to
our space topic. We will be
writing an adventure story
all about embarking on a
space quest. This wiﬁ get us
to think about using adjec-
tives and expanded noun
phrases to describe set-
tings, as we will be describ-
ing what we can see out of a
rocket window and what the
planet we visit looks like. If
you want to support your
children at home, it would
be good fo focus on hand-
writing, getting them to
practise so that their let-
ters are not too big and sit
on the line.

Science

In Science, we will be
learning about animals,
including humans. We will
learn about our bodies
with a focus on healthy
living (hygiene, the im-
portance of exercise and
healthy eating).

We will then move on to
learning about the life
cycles of various animals
and learn about how they
row and change in a simi-
ar way to humans.

Computing #2

Our computing units link
with our topic theme. We
will initially be having a go
at being astronauts. Pro-
grammable  toys  and
'Scratch’  software  will
enable the children to
input a series of instruc-
tions to make a ‘space
shuttle’ move from planet
to planeft.

The children will then
move on to using the re-
search they completed
during English lessons to
present their findings in
the format of a non-
chronological report
about Space using Mi-
crosoft Publisher.
