Towards the end of the term 
we will be revisiting  basic 
arithmetic skills. And we will 
be going over the written 
methods for addition, sub-
traction and multiplication. 

 

Please keep practising times 
tables to support your child’s 
understanding of multiplica-
tion and division. 

In year 3 we should know our 
2,3,4,5,8 and 10 times tables. 

This term we will be looking 
at persuasive writing using a 
variety of texts to help us. 

Also we will be discovering 
how to create mystery and 
suspense in our writing, 
particularly thinking about 
scene setting, use of figura-
tive language and variation 
of sentence structure. 

 

We will be looking at poetry 
and writing our own.  We will 
also be learning about per-
formance poetry.   

To support your child at 
home you could share dif-
ferent types of books and 
discuss the characters’ 
feelings, problems and ac-
tions by asking questions– 
How does this character 
feel? How do you know? 
What might happen next? 

This term we will be starting 
with an investigation into 
magnets. 

Following this we will be inves-
tigating plants– firstly consid-
ering how plants grow and the 
processes involved. 

Secondly, we will learn about 
flowers , fruits and seeds and 
the process of pollination . 

This will be supported by an 
educational visit to Hatfield 
Forest to learn about Trees 
and Bees. More information on 
this will follow shortly.
